THE LUTHERAN CHURCH AND THE CIVIL WAR 
 

The Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod was  founded in 1847.  The Civil War began just fourteen years later.  As you proba-
bly know, Missouri was divided on the issues of secession and slavery.  Have you ever wondered how the Civil War affected 
the Lutheran Church?  Or for that matter, if the Lutheran Church affected the Civil War?  
 
In 1861 Historic Trinity Lutheran in Soulard was a young church pastored by C.F.W. Walther.  (Many life-long Lutherans re-
member “Walther League” named after this founding father.)  He also served as the first president of the LCMS.  How did 
Walther feel about slavery?  Were any Lutheran congregations directly involved in the war?  Were most Lutherans in Mis-
souri loyal to the Union, or did their sympathies lie with the Confederacy?  Did Lutheran men join the army?  Which army?   
 
These questions and many others will be answered on Wednesday February 15 at Lord of Life.  As the E.A.G.L.E.S*. gather 
that day they will welcome special guest speaker Rev. Marvin Huggins.  Rev. Huggins (recently retired) spent much of his 
career working in the Concordia Historical Institute on the campus of Concordia Seminary.   
 
The gathering will begin at 11:30 with a brown bag (bring your own) lunch.  The program will begin 
at noon.

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 FAMILY FOCUS

full of stress, all the more reason to gather as a family for a time of family devotions, to 

be still and let God into our busy lives and receive his peace and comfort. Family 

devotions also provide a place for families to talk about the day, to learn about the 

highs and lows and to support and encourage one another not only through words but  

also in prayer. Through family devotions, parents are modeling for their children that it 

is in the Word of God that we find our strength and hope for our live as we seek to be 

his witnesses, to reflect the light of Christ in our lives. Parents are modeling for their 

children that our faith and relationship with God needs to be a priority in our lives. 

 

Family devotions need not be complicated or take a lot of time. Here is a sample format 

to follow for your family devotions: 

Sing a hymn – choose a hymn that is known to everyone. Perhaps this could 

become your family hymn with which you begin all devotions. 

Read the 10 commandments ð The commandments are God’s rule, curb and 

guide for our lives. As we remember the commandments, we become 

mindful of the life God would have us lead. 

Speak the Apostleõs Creed ð the Creed is a statement of what we believe, 

teach and confess as we recall the activity and involvement of the Triune 

God in our lives. 

Devotion ð Find an age appropriate devotion to read and discuss as a family. 

Check out Concordia Publishing House, www.cph.org for some excellent 

suggestions. Let a different family member choose and read the devotion 

for the day. 

Prayers ð Spend time praying for the needs of each other. Make a list of the 

prayer requests and carry the list with you during the week. Prayers don’t 

need to be eloquent,  but from the heart. God knows our needs and hears 

our prayers however they come to him.

Benediction ð End with a blessing from Mom or Dad as you hear the words 

that God goes with you into the day and night to bless and keep you.

DCO Dani Tietjen is your presenter. Dani is a synodically trained Director of Christian Outreach with a 
variety of ministry experiences in outreach as well as regional and national summer event director for 
Youth Encounter, where she met with speakers from all over the world. She watched and learned from 
them as she discovered her own voice and the message she had to share. She has spoken at many 
LCMS youth events across the country. In addition to speaking engagements, Dani continues to be part of ministry in Haiti, 
where she participates in and leads yearly mission trips.

The mission of the Jefferson City based Vitae Foundation 
is to “Encourage a Culture of LIFE through Mass Communications.”  Started in 1992, Vitae has a media presence in 77 major 
media markets in 29 states and 16 countries.  Using television, radio, the internet, mobile devices, social networks, bill-
boards, transit systems, and print media,Vitae is making a difference. 
 
Vitae is all about education, changing attitudes, and saving lives.  Sending messages that are non-political, helpful, respect-
ful, non-threatening,  non-radical, Vitae speaks of alternatives to abortion.  While Vitae focuses on mass media communica-
tions, it partners with dozens of local pregnancy centers.   
 
A typical result of Vitae’s work is that resident abortions declined by 5% to 11% in every Missouri county where Vitae ran ad 
campaigns in 2009.  
 
Working closely with Lutherans for Life, Vitae is hosting a banquet on Monday February 27 at Immanuel Lutheran Church in 
St. Charles.  At this free banquet you will learn more about Vitae’s work and be given an opportunity to support the ministry.

As we look back on 2011, God’s blessings 
were evident at Lord of Life. During the course 
of the year, 
 
¶ 8 new families became a part of Lord of

¶ Lord of Life joined 7 other Lutheran con-

gregations as part of the Family Friendly 
Partner Network to strengthen our ministry 
to families. 

 
¶ Nearly 30 people participated in Send Me 

Saturday and Habitat for Humanity service 
opportunities. 

 
¶ Fifteen  7th and 8th grade youth are cur-

rently  in confirmation class and 12 youth 
were confirmed in May. 

 
¶ 200 health kits were sent with a team of 7 

Lord of Life members to the Dominican 
Republic to conduct health clinics. 

 
¶ VBS children stuffed 150 bears that were 

given to the Chesterfield Police to distrib-
ute to children in trauma settings. They 
also sent $500 to Pastor Ted Krey in sup-
port of the ministry in the Dominican Re-
public. 

 
¶ Financially speaking, the congregation 

ended up in the black, receiving some 
$17,000 in offerings in excess of ex-
penses. 

 
¶ Worship attendance was up over 2011. 
 
¶ The number of Return to Bethlehem visi-

tors was up significantly over the previous 
year. 

 
¶ Lord of Life Foundation was able to dis-

tribute a record $14,000 for mission out-
reach.
