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HYMNALS FOR KENYA

The Lutheran Church in Kenya
(ELCK) numbers 700 congrega-
tions, 110,000 members, 122 pas-
tors, and 66 deaconesses. What
the ELCK does not have is a qual-
ity resource for worship in its na-
tive language.

The Hymnals for Kenya project is
taking care of that need. A Lu-
theran Hymnal in the Swabhili lan-
guage is being produced and is
scheduled to be released in Febru-
ary 2012.

Lord of Life Foundation recently
donated $300 toward the Hymnals
for Kenya project.

This completes the distribution of
funds for the current year for the
Foundation. This final disburse-
ment brings the total distribution of
the Foundation in 2011 to
$14,000.The complete 2011 distri-
bution list is as follows:
